We aim to split the party
into groups of around ten people as this number gives everyone  a chance to be
involved. An average time for the guided tour is about an hour. Tours can,
usually, only be provided during the day but  small groups may be accommo-
dated during the summer evenings if a guide is available

         > We have a Parish Library and, if any of your party wish to visit this,  please
ask when you make your booking. There is no extra charge.

        > If all, or part, of your group wants to climb the tower, there is an
     extra charge of ........... per person.
