Please make sure that sufficient
supervision is provided by  your staff for this activity.

We will be delighted to display examples of  your children’s work made as a result of their visit.

Our church hall is usually available for your students to use to eat meals, leave their bags,
to do work and for shelter in inclement weather. Please check its availability when booking.
There is limited toilet provision in the hall. **
